On the Cover: Wanna make a grand
entrance?

Windows

Open to clever window DIYs?
(1: Remove the grills and add liquid leading and stained-glass paint.
(2): Or adhere custom balsa-wood elements, like a pair of shutters
(3): and a flower box in full bloom.

Tip: Carve realistic cobblestones by taking a wood burner to EVA foam.
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Wooden Bed

Adhere stained balsa strips to a mini bed
and nightstands, creating diagonal
patterns for added interest. Stitch up
some quilted bedding (fat quarter packs
take the guesswork out of color matching),
and you’ve got a mini man cave!

Upholstered Bed

To make this little bed feel big-time
cozy, extend the headboard and square
off the footboard with balsa wood.
Then add batting and fabric, and
embroider for a plush, tufted effect.




Traditional Bed

Balsa wood is lightweight, pliable
and easily cut with a craft knife—
perfect for refurbishing mini
furniture! For this look, glue balsa
strips along a mini bed frame to
create a more traditional silhouette.

Tiny furniture requires tiny
detailing, so it’s a great
opportunity to practice (or
learn!) embroidery skills on a
small, beginner-friendly scale.
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Fireplace

The miniature fireplace, stucco walls
and stonework in this diorama? All
plaster—textured, etched and
painted. Just grab a palette knife!

Tip: Carve stone design while plaster is wet.

Living Room
Inspiration for dollhouse furniture and décor
can come from anywhere! Try these creative
transformations: wood beads for sofa
feet, a scrapbook paper gallery wall, and
mini staircase spindles as table legs.
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Pantry Door

Can’t find the perfect sized door? Make your own! These hinged (Yes,
there are working mini hinges and teeny-tiny nails!) pantry doors are
cut and painted balsa wood shapes embellished with a wood
applique and dowel rod handles.
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Miniature trees add a natural touch—
whether they’re readymade or DIY’d!
This arched sapling calls for twigs

o from a grapevine wreath.
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When it comes to
adding cutesy curb
appeal, it’s the little
things that count—
cue this premade
doormat and set
of packages.

Front Door

This entrance is a mini screen door that got a

makeover! Simply swap the screen wire for a

balsa wood backing, add a coat of paint, and
finish with a charm-turned-door-knocker.
