FHeort &, Soud

This cowhide heart pendant comes
readymade with the faceted bead
and imitation turquoise stone.
Want to mimic the look? Connect
the pendant to a pair of bead
strands attached to leather lace.

On the Fringe

Tassel pendants paired with
crackled clay beads and a
starburst connector charm
give this deerskin lace
necklace its boho vibe.
Tip: When you're working with
thicker cording (like leather),
you can expand the size of a
bead hole with a reamer tool.

Hlay. by. Eare

Try mixing textures and
materials to create eclectic
combinations. These three-
piece beauties feature a round
wooden earring, a patina
pendantand a metal cactus
charm (all held together with
jumprings).




Fop & FHoller

No jumping through hoops
to create this pair of earrings!
These beaded pendants come
readymade and in packs of
two. So all you need to do is
add the gold earwires.

U Ears

The simplest handmade
earrings can also be the most
stylish! Just layer a couple
readymade pendants (like
we did for the pairon the
left) or combine them with
coordinating beads (like we
did for the pair on the right).

Beaded Bliss

Ateardrop-studded concho
pendant adds subtle
southwestern flair to this DIY
necklace. You can emphasize
its pink tones with matching
jasper beads. Design Idea:
Try stacking daisy spacer
beads to imitate a textured,
chunky chain.
