Step 1: 
Disassemble mini bouquets, and  
then insert large flowers into egg  
bouquet holder.
Step 2:
Fill in empty spaces with small floral  
stems and picks.

Secure stems together with floral  
wire, and then wrap with floral tape.  
Trim all stems evenly.
Step 4:
Add mini leaves bush around egg  
bouquet holder.
Step 5:
Wrap ribbon around stems, and  
then secure them with hot glue.
